                        (Return with completed Application Form) 
  PROOF of immunization against measles, mumps, and rubella (MMR) for   

                         students born AFTER January 1, 1957 (Montana State Law requires proof of two    
                       separate measles, mumps, and rubella shots, taken at least one month apart.)            
                       If you do not have proof, you will have to get the shots. 
 
FIRST-TIME FRESHMAN APPLICANTS 
 

  High school transcript with a graduation date posted 
  ACT or SAT scores for students who graduated from high school LESS than           
  three years ago 

 
GED APPLICANTS 
 

  GED scores - students who have not earned a high school diploma 
  ACT or SAT scores (if you graduated from high school less than three years ago) 

 
TRANSFER APPLICANTS 
 

  One copy of OFFICIAL transcript from each accredited university, college, or  
  vocational technical center attended mailed DIRECTLY to the Admissions Office at  

MSU-Northern ~ Submit official transcript from ALL institutions attended, 
whether or not credit was earned. 
T If you have earned LESS than 12 college credits, (college, university, or vo-

tech) you must meet freshman requirements and submit a high school transcript 
and ACT or SAT scores. 

T Official transcripts MUST be sent to the Admissions Office in a sealed 
envelope directly from the institution. 

 
RE-ADMISSION (students who have attended Northern previously, but not the semester prior 

to the term registering for, excluding Summer)  
  COMPLETED Outreach Application for Admission/Re-Admission 
  One copy of OFFICIAL transcript from each accredited university, college, or
