I SCOPE OF THE PROGRAM

Montana State University - Northern (MSUN) and Portland Community College (PCC) hereby
establish an articulation agreement leading to a Bachelor of Science Degree in Diesel
Technology. The degree will be conferred by MSUN.

II. LENGTH AND MAINTINANCE OF AGREEMENT

This agreement is valid beginning the date of the final signature and for three academic years
(though the end of 2012-2013), with renewal subject to reevaluation by both colleges for
continuance. Specific program content will be reviewed and updated annually, with each partner
assuming responsibility for informing the other, as well their own students, of curricular changes
that would impact this agreement. Exhibits A, B and C will be updated annually to reflect
curricular changes. In event that the graduation requirements for MSUN’s Bachelor’s degree in
Diesel Technology change within the term of this agreement, the standards and practices that
have been established by MSUN to cover such a change will apply to articulating students.

II1. COURSE ARTICULATION

Students completing the Associate of Applied Science Degree in Diesel Service Technology at
PCC will be granted 58.67 semester credits toward a Bachelor of Science degree in Diesel
Technology at MSUN. Students must earn a minimum of a C or better (or a P) in each course in
order for it to transfer into the degree. Upon completion of the program courses as shown in
Exhibit A and the meeting of all graduation requirements a Bachelor of Science degree in Diesel
Technology will be awarded. Students must complete 30 credits at MSUN and a total of 120
semester credits to complete the degree program. Exhibit B provides general education
requirements. Exhibit C provides an overview of degree requirements.
