Montana State University - Northern (MSUN) and Skagit Valley College (SVC) hereby establish an
articulation agreement leading to a Bachelor of Science Degree in Diesel Technology. The degree will
be conferred by MSUN.

. LENGTH OF AGREEMENT

This agreement will begin fall semester 2010. The parties commit to a review every other year. The
next review will be fall semester 2012.

M. COURSE ARTICULATION

Students completing the Associate in Technical Arts Degree in Diesel Power Technology at SVC
will be granted 69.98 semester credits toward a Bachelor of Science degree in Diesel Technology at
MSUN. Students must have 39 credits at the upper division (300/400) level to complete the degree
program. Upon completion of the following technical courses as shown in Exhibit A and the meeting
of all graduation requirements including the general education requirements as shown in Exhibit B, a
Bachelor of Science degree in Diesel Technology will be awarded. 120 semester credits are required.
Exhibit C provides an overview of degree requirements.

General education courses listed on the MSUN transfer equivalency guide will be accepted to meet
part of the 33 credit general education core.
