I SCOPE OF THE PROGRAM

Montana State University - Northern (MSUN) and Walla Walla Community College (WWCC)
hereby establish an articulation agreement leading to a Bachelor of Science Degree in
Automotive Technology. The degree will be conferred by MSUN.

IL. LENGTH OF AGREEMENT

This agreement will begin Fall Semester 2010. The parties to this agreement commit to offering
this program until it is dissolved by mutual agreement. An annual evaluation of the program will
be conducted.

I11. COURSE ARTICULATION

Students completing the Associate of Applied Arts & Science Degree in Automotive Repair
Technology at WWCC will be granted 98.72 semester credits toward a Bachelor of Science
degree in Automotive Technology at MSUN. Students must earn a minimum of a C- or better in
each course in order for it to transfer into the degree. Upon completion of the program courses
as shown in Exhibit A and the meeting of all graduation requirements a Bachelor of Science
degree in Automotive Technology will be awarded. Students must complete 30 credits at MSUN
and a total of 120 semester credits to complete the degree program. Exhibit B provides general
education requirements. Exhibit C provides an overview of degree requirements.

General education courses listed on the MSUN transfer equivalency guide will be accepted to
meet part of the 33 credit general education core.
