Earning a secondary education English degree gives you a niche in the secondary education field. We find that there 
is a consistent demand for teachers, and our placement rate for new teachers is also consistently high. Between now 
and 2024, the Bureau of Labor Statistics projects an expected growth in the field that is above average compared to 
other professions.
